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	Building Entrance & Outside Space 

Set in from the road with an area of concrete paving (5m x 15m)

Outside the back and one side of the building (facing Hulme Street) is un-used car park (approximately 15m x 15m and  45m x 45m)
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	Entrance Foyer (6m x 5.5m)

White painted walls, wooden floors with full-length front windows, on the left side is a recess (0.7m x 4m). There is a fixed entrance desk in the space. 
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	Back Gallery (6m x 3.7m)

Large white-walled space again with wooden floors, leads on from the entrance foyer by a large grey swing door. There is a low recessed ledge set into the back wall. Track spots on the ceiling.
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	Hidden Storage (1.3m x 1.7m)

A shallow but wide cubicle off to the left at the back of the entrance foyer with a floor to ceiling opening (0.8m). There is built-in shelving to the ceiling of the space.
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	Toilet & Shower Rooms (4.8m x 3.5m)

The available space is one toilet cubicle (1m x 2m). There is also a working shower cubicle (1m x 2m) available at the far end of the conveniences.
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	Artist's Studio (3.5m x 3.5m)

To the left of the main entrance, past the staircase the artist's studio faces into the lounge. White-walled and carpeted there is a sofa, desk and drawing board. No door.
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	Lounge (4.5m x 3m)

Open plan space adjoining the artist's studio, darkroom and kitchen. Soft furnishings, small tables, some shelving and a piano are in this space. Grey painted floor and white walls
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	Photographic Darkroom (3m x 4m)

The Black and White photographic darkroom faces onto the lounge space. Black entrance curtain which can be raised or lowered. Space is entirely blacked out and contains equipment for a fully functioning photographic darkroom.
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	Bedshelf 

At the far end of the lounge on the right hand side of the space is a hidden bedshelf. Raised 7 feet off the ground and can be accessed with some climbing. Comprises simply a single matress (single) and a small space facing onto lounge through which the mattress can be seen...
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	UPSTAIRS: Alcoves (each approximately 3m x 4m)

On the first floor to the left are four individual alcoves each of similar size. The walls are painted white. None have doors, all but one has windows and all but one are carpeted (the remaining one is painted grey).
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	UPSTAIRS: Main Exhibition Space (7.5m x 9m)

Large white-walled (a mixture of permanent painted brick and constructed false wall)

and carpeted space taking up most of the first floor. Accessible via the staircase, the corridor behind the staircase and the bar area. Windows run most of the space at the front of the building. Can be used as a studio type performance space.
